Introduction: This agreement details the applicability of courses from the Gateway Community & Technical College to the AAS -
Veterinary Technology in the Blue Ash College. Students who complete the prescribed coursework from Gateway Community &
Technical College have partially satisfied the UC General Education requirement.

Articulation Overview: Students from Gateway Community & Technical College who have followed the prescribed program and are
accepted into the Blue Ash College Veterinary Technology program will enter with 27 hours of transfer credit applicable toward the
Associates of Applied Science Veterinary Technology degree and will begin in the clinical semester of the program.

UCBA Admission Criteria:

e Complete an application to UCBA

e  Pay $50 application fee

e Send official transcripts from all previously attended institutions

UCBA Minimum GPA: None

Veterinary Technology Selective Admission Criteria:

e Complete all freshman year courses.

e  Minimum grade of Cin science courses (C- does not meet the requirement).

e Veterinary Experience Document outlining a minimum 20 hours of veterinary-related experience, documented by Veterinarian
or Registered Veterinary Technician.

*Note: completing the courses on the appendices below and admission criteria does not guarantee admission to the UCBA
Associates of Applied Science in Veterinary Technology program.

Veterinary Technology Minimum GPA: 2.75

Admission Process and Timeline: Students must apply to UCBA for the summer semester and confirm their admission to UCBA to
access the selective admissions application that is required for the Veterinary Technology program. Gateway Community & Technical
College students must abide by the prescribed guidelines to begin the clinical portion of the Veterinary Technology program in the
summer semester.

Action 4: Students who are still completing spring semester coursework at Gateway Community & Technical College will be offered
conditional admission to the Veterinary Technology program until final spring semester grades are received.

e The Veterinary Technology program will verify that all required first year coursework is completed and meets the program
admission requirements.

e  Conditional admission will be revoked, resulting in dismissal from the Veterinary Technology program if spring semester
grades” do not meet the admission requirements or are not provided before the first day of class of the clinical year at UC.

Admission Period: Gateway Community & Technical College students must be admitted to the UC Blue Ash College during the
duration of this agreement (i.e., between August 2022 and August 2025).

EXECUTION, DURATION AND REVIEW OF AGREEMENT:

This agreement becomes effective upon its signing by the Deans of both Colleges and will remain effective for three years. At the
end of this time, the agreement will be reviewed and may be renegotiated. Gateway Community & Technical College and the UC
Blue Ash College agree to keep one another informed as program changes affecting the agreement occur. The Deans of both
Colleges will agree upon any future additions and/or amendments to this document in writing.

This agreement will be reviewed on an annual basis and is subject to change due to revisions in program curriculum.

Gateway Community & Technical College students are encouraged to work closely with their academic advisor to monitor
possible changes.
