Admission Period:  Sinclair Community College students must be admitted to the UC College of Allied Health Sciences 
during the duration of this agreement (i.e. between March 2023 and July 2026).

EXECUTION, DURATION AND REVIEW OF AGREEMENT: 
This agreement becomes effective upon its signing by both Colleges and will remain effective for three years. At the end 
of this time, the agreement will be reviewed and may be renegotiated. Sinclair Community College and the UC College 
of Allied Health Sciences agree to keep one another informed as program changes affecting the agreement occur. The 
Both Colleges will agree upon any future additions and/or amendments to this document in writing. 

This agreement will be reviewed on an annual basis and is subject to change due to revisions in program curriculum.  

Sinclair Community College students are encouraged to work closely with their academic advisor to monitor possible 
changes.
