UC academic advising staff will work with each
transfer student to develop the most expedient pathway to graduation.

Admission Period: Lorain County Community College students must be admitted to the University of Cincinnati Online
during the duration of this agreement (i.e., between July 2021 and July 2024).

EXECUTION, DURATION AND REVIEW OF AGREEMENT:
