BS Completion: Completion of this program may require more than four semesters to complete due to prerequisite 

requirements and the order in which required courses must be taken and are offered. UC academic advising staff will 

work with each transfer student to develop the most expedient pathway to graduation 

 

Admission Period: Thomas More University students must be admitted to the UC College of Allied Health Sciences 

during the duration of this agreement, i.e. between May 2019 and December 2022.
